By 1554, the Viking gods had almost
completely faded from the cultural memory of
Scandinavia and Europe. In the 17th century,
antiquarian scholars in Scandinavia became
aware that knowledge of the Old Norse
mythology was extant in 13th-century Icelandic
manuscripts known as The Prose Edda and The
Poetic Edda.

The 19th century popular retellings of Old
Norse mythology began with The Heroes of
Asgard and the Giants of Jotunheim, Or, The
Week and Its Story by Annie and Eliza Keary.
